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Within a year, the revenues of the Arabian Contracting Services Co. jumped by 56% to achieve 

SAR 1.126 billion and recording net profits that exceeded SAR 274 million at the end of 2022.

- Increase in the outdoor advertising sector revenues by 54% to record SAR 1.046 billion.

- Increase in the printing sector revenues by 46% to record SAR 20.0 million. 
- Arabian Contracting Services Co. recorded an increase in the net profit1 by 33%, which is mainly due to the

- Earning per share2 increased by 33% to 5.49 SAR/share for the year compared to 4.12 SAR share for the previous
