Article Eighteen: Company Management

(A) The Company shall be managed by a Board of Directors consisting of (9)
members.

The members must be natural persons elected by the Ordinary General Assembly of
the shareholders for a term not exceeding four years. By way of exception, the
founders appointed the first Board of Directors for a term of four (4) years as follows:

(B) The working procedures of the Board of Directors shall be as follows:

Board meetings shall be held at the Company’s headquarters or through modern
technological means.

A valid quorum for meetings shall be the attendance of 50% of the members of the
Board of Directors.

Resolutions shall be validly adopted by the approval of 51% of the members present.
Board members may authorize another member to attend meetings on their behalf.
Rules for termination of membership shall be as follows: Membership of the Board shall
terminate upon expiry of its term or upon the member losing eligibility in accordance
with any applicable laws or regulations in the Kingdom. The General Assembly may,
based on a recommendation from the Board of Directors, terminate the membership of
any member who fails to attend three consecutive meetings or five separate meetings
during their term of membership without a legitimate excuse accepted by the Board of
Directors.

Second Amendment: Amendment of Article Eighteen: Company Management

After Amendment:

Article Eighteen: Company Management

(A) The Company shall be managed by a Board of Directors
consisting of (9) members, who must be natural persons.
They shall be elected by the Ordinary General Assembly of
the shareholders for a term not exceeding four years. Their
appointment shall be made independently from the Articles
of Association pursuantto a resolution of the General
Assembly.

(B) The working procedures of the Board of Directors shall be
as follows:

*Board meetings shall be held at the Company’s
headquarters or through modern technological means.

*A valid quorum for meetings shall be the attendance of 50%
of the members of the Board of Directors.

*Resolutions shall be validly adopted by the approval of 51%
of the members present.

*Board members may authorize another member to attend
meetings on their behalf.

*Rules for termination of membership shall be as follows:
Membership of the Board shall terminate upon expiry of its
term or upon the member losing eligibility in accordance
with any applicable laws or regulationsin the Kingdom. The
General Assembly may, based on a recommendation from the
Board of Directors, terminate the membership of any
member who fails to attend three consecutive meetings or
five separate meetings during their term of membership
without a legitimate excuse accepted by the Board of

Directors. .
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
