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Mr. Jumaa Al-Bahadli is the Chairman of the Board of the Arab Company for Antibiotics
and its Requirements (ACAI).

The company is a joint-stock Arab company established in 1975, with its factory inaugurated
in 1997. It produces antibiotics in three forms: capsules, dry syrups, and intramuscular and
intravenous injections, focusing on key products such as penicillin and cephalosporins,
according to the latest Good Manufacturing Practice (GMP) standards. The company’s
products have earned a good reputation in Iraq and have been registered in several Arab
countries. The company continues to monitor developments in the antibiotic industry and
works on producing new types of antibiotics that keep pace with global production,
positioning it for future entry into international markets.

In 2022, the company signed several contracts with the Iraqi Ministry of Health, as well as
pursued contracts with the private sector. The company also worked on operating its sterile
production department and manufacturing several products in line with specifications to
improve its revenues and position. Additionally, the company is utilizing its large land area
for potential investment projects. The company’s capital is approximately 87.5 billion Iraqi
dinars, or about 20 million Kuwaiti dinars, with ACDIMA holding a 34.06% stake in its capital.
In 2022, the company’s total sales amounted to about 1 million Kuwaiti dinars, compared to
approximately 1.2 million Kuwaiti dinars in 2021. The company reported a net loss of about
1.21 million Kuwaiti dinars in 2022, compared to a loss of about 1.27 million Kuwaiti dinars
in2021.

The company's products and production capacity:
e Antibiotic Capsules: Production of antibiotic capsules.

e Dry Syrups and Injectable Forms: Production of dry syrups, intramuscular and
intravenous injections.

e Antibiotic Production: Manufacturing of antibiotics.
