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In 2025, the Audit and Risk Committee oversaw the adequacy and effectiveness of the internal control
environment at First Mills Company. In line with its mandate, several meetings were convened during 2025 with
Executive Management, the Internal Auditor, and External Auditors.

This report outlines the roles and responsibilities of the Audit and Risk Committee, the Committee formation, a
summary of the meetings conducted, highlights key decisions, and presents the Committee’s opinion on the
internal control environment in the Company.

2. Roles and responsibilities of the Audit and Risk Committee

The Audit and Risk Committee’s mandate ensures adherence to Corporate Governance principles, and
implementing the responsibilities delegated to it by the Board of Directors.

6. Internal Audit Execution

During 2025, the Internal Audit function successfully executed its mandate to provide independent and
objective assurance on the adequacy and effectiveness of the Company’s internal control environment.
Key highlights:

Audit Plan: 13 Audit reviews were planned to cover 5 sectors as well as the company Strategy.
Audit Coverage: 92% of planned audits completed with 1 audit missed due to the unavailability of the
Strategy Document.
2025 Audit findings (as of end of November as per the approved final reports):
o 141 Total Observations (12 out of 141 (i.e., 8.5%) are recurring observations from previous
years)
= 83 (i.e., 59%) High risk Observations
= 44 (i.e., 31%) Medium risk Observations
= 14 (i.e., 10%) Low risk Observations
Significant Findings: No material weaknesses identified; high issues are being addressed promptly and
moderate to low issues are partially addressed.
Key Audit Themes:
o Improvement needed in operational efficiency
o Weak Documentation and reporting of tasks and results.
o Moderate issues related to Segregation of Duties.
Control Environment: Reasonable assurance achieved; continuous improvement recommended in
operational controls.
Follow-Up:
o 165 out of 233 (i.e., 71%) of prior-year observations closed.
o 24 out of 233 (i.e., 10%) observation with partial progress carried forward.
o 44 out of 233 (i.e., 19%) open observations carried forward.
Total pending observations (New + Carried forward) is 193 observations (101 Overdue and 92 Open)

Forward Looking Priorities for 2026

Targeted focus on critical sectors to accelerate efficient implementation of recommendations.
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e Enhance continuous monitoring of high-risk areas across all audited processes.
e Strengthen IT and Cybersecurity audit coverage.

8. The Audit and Risk Committee Opinion
In light of the work performed by the Audit and Risk Committee during its meetings in 2025, the Committee
reviewed the reports issued by the Internal Audit Department and met with the External Auditors. The
Committee also followed up regularly with Executive Management to ensure that actions were taken to
resolve pending observations and to verify the implementation of the necessary controls to strengthen the
internal control environment.
Based on the aforementioned and noting that no significant issues were observed with regards to the
integrity of the financial statements, the Committee concluded that the internal control environment
provides a reasonable level of assurance regarding the adequacy and effectiveness of the control system.
This is with the understanding that no internal control system can provide absolute assurance about the
integrity and effectiveness of the internal control system, but rather its role is limited to providing reasonable
assurance only. Additionally, there were no material discrepancies between the Audit and Risk Committee
decisions and recommendations and the decisions of the Board of Directors.
The Audit and Risk Committee confirms the following:
e No Findings have come to the Committee’s attention that would lead it to believe there is a material
deficiency in financial reporting which requires disclosure.
e All observations and recommendations raised by the Internal Audit Department were addressed
with the necessary corrective actions.
