Tracking error is a financial performance metric that evaluates the difference between an investment portfolio's return variations and the return fluctuations of a
set benchmark. Standard deviations are the most common way to measure return variability.

IR The information ratio demonstrates the fund manager's consistency in providing superior risk adjusted performance.
